Important  Information 
 

Opening Hours and Charges 
The Bramley Pips Holiday Club is available every school holiday and inset day from 7.30am to 
6.00pm for all children from the age of 5 years old. 
Parents are welcome to leave their children and collect at any time of the day. See our price list for 
the up to date charges. 
Places are not guaranteed until cleared payment has been received. 
 

What you'll need for the Club - 
• Packed Lunch and snacks for those children that wish to provide their own food.  

• Clothes suitable for our outdoor activities and appropriate for the weather. 

• Sun cream and a sun hat for warm weather conditions. 

• Wellies and a rain mac for wet weather conditions 
 

Personal and electrical items 
There should be no need for your child to bring any expensive electrical items, such as iPods, MP3 
players, hand held games, mobile phones etc. There will not be any spare time to play with these, 
so please leave such devices at home as we cannot be responsible for lost and/or damaged items. 
 

Weather Conditions 
 

Hot, Sunny weather 
When the weather is particularly warm the following precautions must be taken -  

• Please ensure that your child wears adequate protection i.e. hat and sun cream of the 
correct factor. Furthermore the sun cream should be sent wit the child so that it can be 
reapplied during the day. 

• Children must have enough to drink for the whole day. This problem is made more acute as 
the children can be participating in energetic activities. Drinking water will be available. 

 

Cold, wet weather 
When the weather is extremely cold or wet, provisions will be made for the children in the indoor 
areas of the centre. However, our activities are flexible to be able to cope with some rain, mud or 
wind hence please ensure your child has suitable clothing i.e. warm jumper/jacket, wellies. 
 

Packed lunch 
For those children bringing their own food please remember to bring enough to cover the entire 
stay. There is no provision on site to be able to provide more food than which we plan and cater 
for. We are not able to provide refrigeration for lunches and so advise that you use an insulated 
container with a frozen pack or avoid high-risk foods such as meats, meat products, dairy products, 
rice and pulses. Place the frozen pack on top of the food, if possible. All meals can be provided for 
an extra charge (please ask for further information).

Terms and conditions for Parents / carers to be kept for future reference 
 
Parents / carers will ensure that all telephone numbers and contact details and 
information on the registration form are kept up to date at all times. 
 
Parents / carers agree to book and pay for sessions in advance. 
 
Please ensure that a minimum of 14 days notice is given to change pre booked 
arrangements. It is not possible to swap days or refund monies due to non-attendance once 
a booking has been made. Parents / carers should be aware that it is their responsibility to 
check bookings are correct. 
 
Any costs incurred by Bramley Pips relating to the recovery of fees will be added to any 
amount outstanding 
 
Bramley Pips reserve the right to charge an extra fee (£15) if a child is collected late 
and this will be done at manager’s discretion. Bramley Pips also reserve the right to 
charge an extra fee (£11) if a child does not bring their own food/snacks for the day. 
 
Children must not be left on site unattended before the settings opening time or after the 
settings closing time. 
 
All children are expected to behave appropriately at the setting. Parents will be informed if 
their child’s behaviour is inappropriate. We also ask that parents help us to set the right 
example to the children by treating our colleagues with the respect they deserve. 
 
In the event of an emergency, parents consent to the seeking of any necessary emergency 
medical advice or treatment in the future during the running of the setting.  
 
Unless stated in the allergies section on the form, I give permission for Bramley Pips staff to 
use antiseptic wipes and/or plasters should they be needed. Only medication prescribed by a 
doctor will be administered by the staff and the relevant form must have been completed prior 
to its administration (form available from a member of the team). 
 
In accordance with the EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage) parents consent to the 
observation and recording of children’s development in order to provide them with learning 
opportunities and activities appropriate to the age and stage of each individual child.  
 
Parents / carers agree that photographs of their child may be taken for display at the setting. 
If we would like to use photos for any other purpose, e.g. publicity, we will seek permission 
from parents / carers. 
 
All information which we have been given relating to your child, will be held securely and 
confidentially. 
 
The Bramley Pips team believe that every child is entitled to a safe and happy 
environment. All adults associated with Bramley Pips are committed to this statement. 
Anyone accessing the facilities offered by Bramley Pips will also accept these 
principles and should anyone have any concerns, we will seek the advice of 
professional agencies including the Social Care team if we feel it is in the interests of 
safeguarding your child.
